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“VoiceOver and the onscreen keyboard on the iPad”
An extract from a second article written by Adam Turner, The Age, January 31, 2011

Today I want to tackle the onscreen keyboard. For the sake of the exercise, lets use the Notes app.
Flick to the right with one finger to find the Add button, then use a single-finger double-tap
anywhere on the screen to open a new note. VoiceOver will say "Note - text field, is editing" and
call up the onscreen keyboard.

You can drag your finger across the keyboard - with VoiceOver reading out the characters - until
you find the key you want and then double-tap the screen with a single finger to insert that
character. This is effective but slow going. You can also hold your finger on the button and tap the
screen with another finger to insert that character, which speeds things up.

VoiceOver also lets you change from standard typing to touch typing, which might better suit those
with limited vision rather than none at all. Using touch typing, you touch and hold the key for a
second. VoiceOver will read out the character when you first touch the key, followed by a phonetic
such as Tango for T. You don't have to wait until VoiceOver says the phonetic character if you're
sure you have the correct letter under your finger. When you let go of the key, the character is
inserted and VoiceOver confirms by reading it aloud again in a slightly different pitch. When you
press space at the end of the word, VoiceOver will read out the word you just typed.

Press and hold doesn't work for keys such as delete, they still behave as standard typing buttons
even when you're in touch typing mode.

If you want to enter an accented character, select the standard character and then double-tap
anywhere on the screen with one finger and hold. You'll hear a tone that lets you know the options
have popped up, then you can drag your finger left and right to hear them. Take your finger off the
screen to insert the character. Unfortunately some keys spread their display of accented character
across more than one row, you so might need to move your finger up and down as well as across to
hear them all.

All this is very helpful, but it can be frustrating if it's more help than you need. Thankfully you can
dip into the VoiceOver accessibility settings and change the way it works with the virtual keyboard.
You can turn off Use Phonetics. You can also set the Typing Feedback for the onscreen keyboard to
Nothing, Characters, Words or Characters and Words. By default it's set to Characters and Words,
with VoiceOver confirming every key press using a different pitch in its voice. Set it to Words and
it will just confirm after you've finished typing a word, although you'll still hear two clicks for each
character - one when you select a key and another when the character is inserted. You can make the
same changes for attached hardware keyboards. There's also the option to disable the pitch change
so confirmations are in the same voice, but I think using the pitch change reduces the chance of you
getting confused.

Using a Bluetooth hardware keyboard with VoiceOver lets you navigate the iPad as well as type.
The Navigation commands are very similar to those used by VoiceOver on a Mac. The practise
VoiceOver gestures option works with the Bluetooth keyboard. Hold down Control plus Option
plus k. VoiceOver will say "Starting Help". You can now practise VoiceOver gestures on the touch
screen, press any key on the keyboard to learn what it is, or practise VoiceOver keyboard navigation
commands such as: Control plus Option plus Left or Right Arrow keys to move the VoiceOver
cursor left or right around the screen, and Control plus Option plus Spacebar to select an item.

iPad 2 Released

The new iPad has been released and will go on sale this month. The new features include:

e Front and rear-facing cameras
e Twice as fast
e Thinner than the iPhone 4

Extract from The Age, March 2, 2011:

Jobs said the new iPad - which goes on sale in the US on March 11 and in Australia on March 25 -
was an “all new design” with a new processor that would make the device twice as fast.

A new version of the Apple mobile operating system - 10S 4.3 - will also come out as a free update
on March 11. “The first thing is it’s dramatically faster,” he said, talking about the new dual core
AS processor. “It’s up to nine times faster on the graphics.”

As expected, the iPad 2 comes with front and rear-facing cameras and a built-in gyro for advanced
gaming. The Apple CEO said the new iPad would be 33 per cent thinner - from 13.4mm to 8.8mm
thick. He said that would make it thinner than the iPhone 4. The iPad 2 will also be lighter: 590
grams versus 680 grams.
