The opening of the 2012 Victorian Premiers‟ Reading Challenge (the Challenge) was announced by 

the Premier in conjunction with the launch of the National Year of Reading at the State Library on 

14 February 2012. 

 

The Challenge is an annual event open to all Prep to Year 10 students in government and non-

government schools.  It promotes the importance of reading among students in Victorian schools. 

The Challenge also extends to those who register as home-based readers and encourages families 

and parents to be more involved with their children's reading in and beyond school. 

 

The 2012 Challenge booklists have been expanded and cater for all types of interest, with fiction, 

non-fiction, plays, poetry, short stories and graphic novels included.  Students may also read books 

in other languages.

Last year, Victorian students broke all previous Challenge records, with 222,000 participants 

reading more than four million books. With 2012 being the National Year of Reading, there has 

never been a better time for students to be inspired by the Challenge and to discover the magical 

power of books. 

 

The National Year of Reading 2012 is a collaborative project joining public libraries, government, 

community groups, media, commercial partners and the public to encourage the promotion of 

reading and literacy.

ZoomText Recorder allows users 

to convert text from documents, 

webpages, email etc into audio 

recordings that can then be 

transferred to mobile devices. 

Recordings can also be saved directly to a ZoomText Recorder playlist in iTunes or Windows 

Media Player and automatically synced to your mobile device. 

 

ZoomText Background Reader allows users to listen to documents, webpages, email etc while 

simultaneously performing other tasks. Select the text you want to listen to and press the 

Background Reader hotkey. Background Reader begins reading the text while you go about other 

work. At any time you can pause and resume reading and skim forward and backward by word or 

sentence. 

 

ZoomText Camera feature allows users to capture images with any high-definition (HD) webcam 

to view and magnify printed items and other objects via computer screen including text books, 

magazines, photographs, craft items etc. Simple controls allow you to quickly zoom in and out, 

choose between full and high contrast colours, and switch between Full and Split screen views 

where you can see the camera image and your Windows desktop at the same time.

Using Social Media: Guide for DEECD Employees in Schools

The Using Social Media: Guide for DEECD Employees in Schools (Guide) aims to assist school 

employees to understand what is in existing legislation, policies, instruments and guidelines and 

how these apply to social media. The Guide includes three flowcharts that describe practical actions 

that principals and teachers can take to: 

 Respond to online incidents of inappropriate behaviour affecting students 

 Remove inappropriate content from a website, Facebook or other social media site, and 

 Access legal and wellbeing support for online incidents affecting school employees. 

 

The Guide provides practical information about recommended standards of behaviour in the context 

of social media tools, rather than specific technologies or detailed policies and procedures. The case 

studies are designed to provide a basis for discussion with Department employees in schools, to 

consider how their behaviour on social media sites may affect both their personal and professional 

standing in the community. The Guide is complemented by the Things to Consider when 

Establishing a Social Media Profile section. This explains the features available within social media 

tools and provides information for school employees in their use of social media tools.

The following list of useful iPad apps for vision impaired children was put together by Christine 

Roman-Lantzy, author of „Cortical Visual Impairment: An approach to assessment and 

intervention‟. There are no links for each app, but a simple search on the apple app store will find 

them. 

 Fireworks! by misoft.com 

App starts with a black screen. Tap the screen and fireworks of various shapes and colours light 

up where you tapped. 

 LED Light Box by Greg Gineys 

Turn your iPad into a portable Light Box. The screen can be used in Bright White light mode 

and red light mode. Place translucent objects on the iPad screen for students to view. 

 Interactive Alphabet by Piikea St. LLC 

This app is an interactive and colorful flashcard system. Students tap on a letter, hear the phonic 

sound, and have an animation play with sound when tapping on the picture related to that letter. 

For example, for the letter X, a xylophone is the picture. Students can play the xylophone by 

tapping the different keys of the instrument on the screen. 

 ColorPlay by Tony Huynh 

This app is an interactive coloring experience for kids. Kids can load colouring sheets, tap once 

in the region they want colour, and tap the colour they want from the palette and the region fills 

with the selected colour. After the kids have finished colouring in their picture, they can tap the 

„play‟ button to animate their coloured-in creation. 

 Glow Draw! By Indigo Penguin Limited 

This is an app that allows you to draw onto black backgrounds or your own loaded pictures. The 

app will whiten the areas on the screen that you trace your finger over. 

 EyeXam by Global EyeVentures, LLC 

This app is developed by two eye doctors and includes test for colour perception, astigmatism, 

eye dominance, and tests for visual acuity. Also includes a section on eye anatomy and eye 

conditions. 

 The Cat in the Hat by Oceanhouse Media 

This Dr. Seuss favourite is now in iPad e-book format. This e-book includes professional 

narration, background audio and enlarged artwork. There are 3 reading modes where the child 

can have it read to them with words highlighted as the text is being read. The child can read for 

themselves and „flip‟ their own pages. Or the book can be played like a movie, where the pages 

turn automatically after the text on the page is read. Also the colour red used in the original 

illustrations could help visual attention if red is the colour preference of the child with CVI. 

 Sound Touch by SoundTouch 

This app is simple in design and is great for symbol to real photograph concept development. 

The app opens right into the activity without a main menu to navigate. 6 categories are 

presented: animals, wild animals, wild birds, vehicles, musical instruments and household. Each 

category has 12 items displayed with bright cartoon representations. Tap a cartoon picture and a 

real life photo of the item pops open accompanied by the sound it makes. Each cartoon picture 

has 4 different real life photos attached to it. 

 iGlow Paint by E-apps 

This app loads a black background. The user selects the width and colour of the brush. The 

image or words are traced out as the user‟s finger is dragged around the screen.

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VisionSim App – iPhone or Android 
 

Braille Institute‟s VisionSim app for Android was developed to allow people with healthy vision to 

experience the world through the eyes of a person experiencing one of four degenerative eye 

diseases: macular degeneration, diabetic retinopathy, glaucoma and cataracts.  Using touch-screen 

controls, the user can select one of the four simulators to replicate the symptoms of that particular 

disease. The application uses the camera in the iPhone or Android to allow the user to see the world 

through digital filters simulating the symptoms and experience of the disease. Using sliding touch-

screen controls, the user can manipulate the severity of the symptoms. The real-time still images 

can be saved by the camera and stored for later review, or to be shared.

Android Book Reader: Darwin Reader

Darwin Reader is the first accessible Android book reader designed specifically for blind, low 

vision, and print disabled users. The app fully supports DAISY formatted audio and text books, and 

directly integrates with Benetech Bookshare to make downloading books amazingly simple. 

 

Read books using your preferred interface. For blind and low vision users, the app is completely 

navigable with the arrow keys. All menus are fully vocalized. Users with dyslexia and other print 

disabilities can quickly navigate by tapping the stylized graphics on the screen. 

 

Darwin Reader allows users to change the font and background colour, text size, font spacing, voice 

speed, punctuation speech, etc. As the book is read aloud, the text is highlighted in a large, coloured 

font. Quickly skip to the next paragraph, sentence, or even a single word. Select a word, and look it 

up using Dictionary.com and Wikipedia.org. Download books directly to phone or tablet or transfer 

a DAISY book to the player from a computer.  

South Korea Plans to Withdraw Printed Textbooks from 
Schools by 2015

Update February 2012 

 

The South Korean ministry of education has announced a ground-breaking plan to digitize all 

textbooks which are in use in Korean schools and completely phase out printed materials by 2015. 

This opens a huge market for the manufacturers of tablet PCs, laptops and smartphones as the 

Korean education ministry has revealed it will spend US$2.4 billion on buying appropriate devices 

and digitizing content for them. 

 

The Korean government‟s “Smart Education” scheme will see the creation of a cloud computing 

network in order to allow students to access digital textbooks and store their homework so it can be 

accessed via any internet-connected device, including tablets, smartphones, PCs and smart TVs. 

The plan also includes introducing more online classes from 2013 so that students who are sick or 

unable to attend school due to weather conditions will be able to participate in virtual classes.

French Dictionaries 
We have had a few requests for French Dictionaries this year so here are some ideas: 

 

 If you have a student with an iPhone or iPad you could consider using a French Dictionary app. 

There are free versions which you can download to see if they work with Zoom or VoiceOver. 

 The other source to try is the Foreign Language Bookstore. They have a talking French

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Audio Description: See No Evil? Definitely Not Without Audio 
Description

For many years, people who are blind or vision impaired have not had access to cinema or 

television. Audio description can change that. 

 

Senator Stephen Conroy last week announced that ABC1 will trial audio description in 2012, giving 

people who are blind or vision impaired access to something most of us take for granted. Movie 

reviews swim through your head as you settle into the upholstered seat with your popcorn. The 

opening scene starts to screen, setting the background to the movie. 

 

There is no dialogue. 

 

While everyone is watching intently, you sit silently, waiting for a cue to give you a hint of what is 

being shared on the screen before you. It doesn't come. 

 

This is my experience as a regular blind movie-goer…. 

 

Access to the cinema has (very slowly) improved for people who are blind or vision impaired with 

the introduction of audio description (AD) in cinemas. AD is a way to describe the visual elements 

seen on screen in a clear and private manner. It gives a person who is blind or vision impaired a true 

sense of what is happening on screen with a description of scenery, costumes, facial expression and 

body language which is spoken between natural pauses in dialogue. 

 

Receiver mix is used which means that a person who is blind can hear the audio described track 

through headphones while others in the room only hear the standard audio track. Audio description 

is the difference between knowing what is going on and sitting in a dark cinema or your living room 

feeling included and excluded at exactly the same moment. 

 

On Wednesday last week Senator Conroy announced a 13 week trial of audio description on ABC1 

… (and) will markedly change the everyday experience of a person who is blind or vision impaired. 

We take for granted the impact that TV can have on the formative development of our children, 

such as the literacy and numeracy taught from programs like Play School. People who have missed 

out for so long can finally enjoy a medium that is so ingrained in our culture. 

 

A pilot of AD sets the benchmark for other networks and helps to make the availability of AD more 

commonplace. Many people I know have come to expect the availability of captions for people who 

are hearing impaired on TV - and these are people who don‟t have a hearing impairment. Access 

that is initially designed for people with disability can have broader benefits, including to people 

who would not traditionally “need” it. 

 

But a pilot of AD on TV has broader implications too. The increased proliferation of AD lends itself 

to use in other areas of life such as educational videos shown to school children and increased 

accessibility of information made to the public. It starts to eliminate one of the barriers - 

information access - that plagues people with blindness. 

 

A friend of mine perhaps said it best: “People think that this is simply about television but it's more 

than that. It's about our right to enjoy all parts of life just like everyone else. Let's just hope that the 

pilot becomes more than just that. Enough said.

 Danijela‟s mum thanked us for letting her know about the recent audio described performance 

of Cinderella, which the family attended. She wrote, “We had such a lovely night and the audio 

description service was fantastic for Danijela. It is something we would do as often as such 

performances are offered!” 

 

 Group B students were invited to cool down a little during their art session. With a predicted 

temperature of 35 degrees students asked to put together something using ice cubes or actually 

ice TUBES, as each piece of ice comes out of the bag as a small hollow tube or cylinder due to 

the way it is manufactured. Using a plasticised thread and either an embroidery needle or an 

aglet (the term used for the little sheath or tube on the end of a shoelace) added using masking 

tape, students threaded ice tubes together to initially form a pendant-studded necklace of ice. 

After the refreshing challenge of trying this on, the next challenge was how to develop that 

chain into an interesting sculptural shape which proved a very slippery task.
